Mindful of Letter No. B1025/A/SG/PM of 4 December 2024 issued by the Secretary General of
the Prime Minister's Office, returning to MINDCAF the draft bill governing land tenure and State
lands in Cameroon, with instructions, inter alia, to draw up the national land policy paper and finalise
this draft law, in preparation for the parliamentary session of June 2025;

HEREBY ORDERS AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE 1.- This order sets forth the setting up, organisation and functioning of a Multi-

stakeholder Platform (PMAC) for Consultation on Major Land Tenure, State Property and Surveys

Issues, for a more inclusive, responsible and performant land tenure in Cameroon, here in after
referred to as "PMAC".

ARTICLE 2.- The Multi-Stakeholder Platform shall be responsible for :

- Discussing and formulating concerted solutions on major issues related to state property,

surveys and land tenure, such as:

I the draft National Policy Paper on Land tenure and State Property, which sets
out the broad gulidelines for land governance in Cameroon, In accordance with
international and regional standards In this area, including the Voluntary
Guldelines for a responsible land tenure governance policy applicable to fishery
and forestry in the context of national food security;

I the finalisation of the draft bill on land tenure and State lands in Cameroon as
well as the drafting of implementing instruments, in accordance with international
and reglonal standards in this areq, including the Voluntary Guidelines for the
Responsible land tenure Governance policy applicable to Fishery and Forestry in
the Context of National Food Security,

iii. the review and enrichment of the explanatory statement of the draft reference
bill as well as related implementing instruments;

v, the definition of the role of land tenure stakeholders and stakeholder groups in
land management and the prevention of land litigations;

2 the setting up of a single land registration system.

- deciding on all other issues relating to land tenure and State property management in
Cameroon, which require consideration of the contributions of stakeholders and other

stakeholder groups concerned;

- carrying out all other missions entrusted by Hierarchy in view of a more responsible,
inclusive, and performant land governance.

Article 3.- The Multi-Stakeholder Consultation Platform shall be made up of all the stakeholders
and stakeholder groups indicated below:

- Chairperson: The Minister of State Property, Surveys and Land Tenure;

- General Coordinator: The Secretary General /MINDCAF;

- Deputy General Coordinator: One (1) Representative of Civil Society Organizations;

Aricle 4.- The Chairperson may invite any natural person or corporate body to assist the PMAC
oy virtue of thelr expertise on the items in the agenda of the Working Sessions.

Article 5.- (1) To carry out its duties, the PMAC shall have a Technical Secretariat responsible
for:

- Preparing the working sessions and any field visits required,

- Drawing up the Sessions and mission reports ;

- Formatting all documentation ;

- Drafting the minutes and the final report of the deliberations of the platform.

Aricle 6.- The names of the Members of the PMAC shall be outlined by an Order of the Minister
of State Property, Surveys and Land Tenure.

Article 7.- (1) The PMAC shall meet as and when required, at the convocation of its Chairperson.

(2) The PMAC shall regularly send progress reports to the Prime Minister, Head of

Government. &\
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Aricle 8.- The Invitations for the above-mentioned working sessions shall be accompanied by
the draft agenda and working documents, sent to members at least flve (5) days before the
date of the meeting.

ARTICLE 9.- The functions of Chalrperson, General Co-ordinator, Deputy General Co-ordinator,
Chief of Secretariat Pool, Deputy Chief of Secretariat, member and Invited Experts, may glve
right to the payment of a session allowance set by the regulations In force.

RTICLE 10.- The operating costs of the PMAC shall be borne by the budget of the Ministry of
State Property, Surveys and Land Tenure, with the support of Technical and Financial Partners.

ARTICLE 11.- This Order shall be repealed as soon as the Prime Minister, Head of Government,
signs the Order on the setting up, organisation and functionning of a Multi-Stakeholder
Consultation Platform on major State Property, Surveys and Land Tenure issues, for a more
inclusive, responsible and performant land governance in Cameroon.
